The public and private sectors

We can also distinguish between businesses that are owned by private
individuals, which are in the private sector, and those that are government owned,
which are in the public sector. Local supermarkets, clothes shops and hairdressers are
likely to be in the private sector, although not always. The provision of electricity,
water and health is often in the public sector, although again this will vary from
country to country. Some products may be provided by both the public and the
private sectors. For example, there may be government-run schools and private
schools.

If a government takes control of a private sector business, this is called
nationalisation. If a government sells one of its organisations to the private sector,
this is called privatisation.

Typically, the government is likely to run organisations that have a strategic
importance to the country, such as defence, in order to protect the country, that
provide essential services such as energy and water that the government wants to
make sure everyone has access to regardless of income, or that individuals may not
appreciate how beneficial they are if left to themselves, such as education and health.
